	Year Group: Reception (4-5 year olds)


	Learning Objective:

Development Matters Early Learning Goal:Children use everyday language to talk about size, weight, capacity, position, distance, time and money to compare quanitities and objects and to solve problems. 


	Success Criteria:

I can compare weights of ingredients
I can compare capacity

I can talk about using money and coins


	Lesson Description (including context) :

This lesson was used as a fund raising activity. The children suggested making Autumn jam for the time of the year and to sell it to their friends and families. Children were really involved in the whole process. They participated in making the jam, with adult supervision, and selling the jam to friends and family. 


	Resources:

Balance Scales
Jam ingredients (frozen fruit, sugar)

Mixing materials (bowl, spoon)

Jam jars

Money coins


	Differentiation:  
Differentiation will occur through key questions during the activity e.g. which bag is the heaviest? Why? How do you know? How can we check?


	Introduction:
· Introduce task to children about fund raising and how it was their own idea to make jam to sell
· Group children in mixed abilities
· Talk about the ingredients we need to make the jam

· Discuss the weight of the bags of sugar. Asking key questions to talk about weight and capacity

· Tell children how man bags of fruit we need and how many bags of sugar and ask children to help check and count if we have the correct amount

	Main Lesson

· Instruct children to follow the instructions to mix the fruit and the sugar

· Working in a group to discuss the weight and capacity of the ingredients

· An adult will warm the jam mixture in the microwave

· While children wait for the mixture, discuss how much we could sell the jam for

· Look at different coins 1p-£1 

· Children use labels to write a decided price to sell the jam

· Talk about the coins we could use to be able to buy the jam

· Put the jam mixture into the jars ready to cool and sell

	Plenary

· The children participate selling the jam to friends and family. Talking about using money in pounds and pence and dealing with the coins independently
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
