	Year Group: Year 3 (7 – 8 years)


	Learning Objective:

· Develop a  global project around different activities in which all the school community is involved.

· Use concepts we learn at school in real tasks.

· Solve maths problems to make real shopping lists.

· Use the money to buy things.

· Cooperate with different class to achive a common goal.



	Success Criteria:

· Elaborate accurate shopping lists for all the school.
· Calculate the money children are going to need.

· Do surveys to all the classes.

· Classify money in order to buy.

· Act out as customers.
· Solve a real situation through maths problems.




	Lesson Description (including context) :

To develop this project teachers organize the different activities according to the levels to all the classes, every class have a responsibility to try to celebrate a “Healthy breakfast” in our school.
Classes 6 and 7 learn about money and work with real coins in class to act as costumers in the event.

Classes 8 and 9 are in charge to go to the shops in our village, to know real prices about the things we are going to need and they try to find the best prices for the different things we need.
Class 10 do surveis to all the pupils to know what they would live to drink and eat in our healthy breakfast, and then with this information make the shopping list.
Class 11 elaborate through maths problems the money the school needs to buy everything.

Classes 10 and 11 after the previous tasks in different lessons were in charge to visit the shops and buy everything.

The event day, parents help us to organize everything and sell the food as waiters.

	Main Lesson

Main lesson are described in the previous section, because there are really different main ones to get to achive a general objective or event.



	Plenary

Before starting the different lesson teachers explain pupils we are going to organize a healthy breakfast (we usually celebrate one every year but only teacher organize the event).
