	Category: Maths in the garden

	Year Group: Infant school  3-4-5 years


	Learning Objective: 
· learn  colours in English
· learn flower’s name
· recognize right, left, up, down
· say the names of the games

· say the seasons’ name

	Success Criteria:

· I can begin recognize outdoor  and indoor games
· I can reliably   recognize seasons



	Lesson Description (including context) :

Before this lesson begins, the children will have already completed some work on repeating song about season and colors. Next step they have  to recognize the games that they can do outdoors and indoors. I let them show some games on wb: every child has to guess if the game is done outdoors or indoors.

Then I show some games that are made in the summer and other in winter. I prepare a sheet and children match with a coloured line the  image of the game to the image of the season; in another they have  to join the game at the image of  a closed or open space.


	Resources:
· Wb (white board)
· Colours

· Sheets

· song


	Differentiation:  
Differentiation will occur through Key Questioning and challenging children’s misconceptions. 
Some games you can play in summer and winter; others both indoors and outdoors.



	Introduction:
· Recap on previous learning and create a key word bank which can be referred to during the lesson. 
· Show children the new words and check they understand what it means.  
· Show children some games: are you able to count in English?
· Children discuss with a partner and feedback their suggestions. 
· Ask children to look around the room and see if they can find something that might be used indoor or outdoor? Can you see something about the same in the corridor? Ask children to find some other objects around the classroom . 
· Use a card to show numbers and colours. Are you able to pronounce in a right way?

	Main Lesson
Overview: Go into the garden and explain to the children that they are going to go around the garden finding things to play with. 

Children to go around the outdoor space and look different games using the correct word. Challenge the children to make an  estimation on which games you can do outdoors or indoors. 
 Children to choose things to in the classroom. Adult help may be needed to model how to use that game and if it  used in winter or in summer.


	Plenary

Introduce following problem (Links with English): what is the name of these games? what are they called and what are the seasons? you can do them indoors or outdoors, summer or winter? which of these can be played at any time? Draw your favourite game.
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
