	Category: Maths on the playground

	Year Group: 6/7 years old


	Learning Objective:

learn to count from 1 to 20 and over

learn the names of some animals

learn colors

learn the song numbers "on the farm"


	Success Criteria:

· Children apply knowledge from previous lessons to learn appropriate numbers, colours and animals’name


	Lesson Description (including context) :

The 14th of April we went on the school’s trip: all things are good to learn  maths!!!

Welcome to the farm! 

Show and highlight the names of animals that we see, we count them, describe them, we say the colors, counting the legs, improvise small problems - for example hens 3 + 2 goats         4 sheep + 5 geese     6 donkeys   + 2 cows   ect
We listen to the cries of animals. Repeat several times, in  pairs children  have questions to the friend on the numbers can be drawn…



	Resources:

	Differentiation:  
A small group with a teacher can go with a child with problems and show the nests of animals and how the mother takes care of the puppies.



	Introduction:
Show the  animals on the wb.  Say the name in Italian and English. Count in English; repeat the colors and compose the phrase: there are 3 white geese and 1 pink pig.

 Solve small problems: I see three hens and two roosters, how many legs in all?
Go to the farm. Live repeat the names of animals, colors, numbers, and all you've done in the simulation.


	Main Lesson

On the whiteboard indicate the animals you're going to see. Ask the children if they know them and their habitat. Ask what are the differences with the wild animals. Show some wild animal, and point out the differences, if any. Count in English and say the colors of the animals. Then  teach the song "On the farm"; repeat many times. Prepare a card with animals’ figures and names and they have to match name and animal. Prapare a card with different animals’ figures. The students have to correctly answer, how many legs? How many eggs? how many animals?
 

	Plenary

While children are working (if not done prior to lesson) draw a simple figure(with missing parts) on blackboard and a small group have to complete it.
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
