	Introduction:
Teacher revises vocabulary from the previous lesson connected with family and sing a song from the previous lesson. 


	Main Lesson

PRESENTATION AND PRACTICE
Listen, point and repeat. (Track 10  CD1)

Pupils’ books closed. Put up the flashcards on the board. Point to the shapes, one at a time, and

name them. The pupils repeat, chorally and/or individually. Point to the shapes in random order

and elicit the appropriate word from the pupils. Pupils’ books open. Play the CD. The pupils listen,

point to the pictures and repeat the word. Play theCD again pausing after each word. The pupils

repeat, chorally and/or individually. Write in your notebook. Then point and say.
Explain the activity. The pupils write the names ofthe shapes in their notebooks. Then they point to

and name the shapes.

Draw an imaginary circle in the air as you say: This is a circle in the air. The pupils repeat after you.
Then draw an imaginary circle on the ground as you say: This is a circle on the ground. The pupils

repeat after you. Follow the same procedure topresent the rest of the song.

Play the CD. The pupils listen to the song. Divide the class into four groups and assign a verse to each group. Play the song again. The pupils sing their assigned verse. Encourage the pupils to draw imaginary shapes in the air and on the ground as they sing. Time permitting, play the song a third timefor the pupils to sing the song as a class.
Explain the activity. The pupils look at the pictures, read the dialogue silently and choose the right
shape. Then they point to it and say the sentence aloud. Check the pupils’ answers.

Play the CD again pausing for the pupils to repeat, chorally and/or individually. Ask individual pupils

to read the dialogue aloud.



	Plenary

ENDING THE LESSON

Ask two pupils to come to the front of the classroom. Tell one of the pupils to turn his/her back to the other pupil. Then ask the other pupil to draw a shape on the pupil’s back using his/her finger, but without saying what it is. The pupil has to guess the shape. Then they swap roles. Continue with the restof the class.
