	Learning Objective:
To practise counting from 1 to 10.

Language focus

• How many pens?

• Six pens!

Target vocabulary

• numbers: six, seven, eight, nine, ten


	Success Criteria:

· Learn how to count 1-10


	Lesson Description (including context) :

Children learn counting 1-10. They learn a song about numbers. They play games connected with numbers.


	Resources:

	Introduction:
Teacher revises vocabulary from the previous lesson connected with numbers 1-5 and school things.


	Main Lesson

PRESENTATION AND PRACTICE
Pupils listen, point and repeat new vocabulary. Numbers 6-10.
The pupils repeat, chorally and/or individually. Point to each number in random order.

Ask individual pupils to name the numbers. Ask therest of the class for verification.

Point to the first picture and ask: How many pencils? Allow the pupils some time to count the pencils. Elicit: Ten. Point to the second picture and ask: How many pens? Allow the pupils some time to count the pens. Elicit: Six. Then ask: How manypencils? Elicit: Three. Repeat the procedure for the remaining pictures.Hold up your book to the class. Say the dialogue and point to the pictures in turn. Repeat, this time inviting the pupils to complete your sentences. e.g. Teacher: How many ...

Class: books? etc

The pupils then work in pairs. They ask and answer questions about the number of items they chose. Demonstrate this yourself first. Go around the classroom providing any necessary help. Ask

some pairs to report back to the class.

 Sing the Pencils in my schoolbag

Point to a schoolbag, count on your fingers and say: Pencils in my schoolbag, one, two three! The pupils repeat, chorally and/or individually. Follow the same procedure and present the rest of the song.Play the CD. The pupils listen to the song. Play the song again and encourage the pupils to sing along.

ENDING THE LESSON

Ask the pupils what their lucky number is from 1-10. Tell them to write it on a piece of paper and

decorate it. Then they present their lucky number as they leave the classroom. Display the pupils’

drawings around the classroom. Then help them file their drawings in their Language Portfolios.
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
