	Category: maths in the street: THE WHEELS OF THE BUS


	Year Group: 6/7 years


	Learning Objective: To Know the names of the most common vehicles- 

To Know the numbers up to 10- To Know how to use “Can I  go…” “Can I buy a ticket to…” “How much is it?” “How much does it cost?” To buy-to sell  - To Know how to use this / that – To Express preferences about objects. To Use prepositions of place: over / under- inside / outside- behind / next to/ in front of/behind. To Use good afternoon, good morning, good evening.


	Success Criteria: 

· use the correct math vocabulary
· Choose appropriate term (road, street, nearby)

· Read signal and instruction




	Lesson Description (including context) :

Prior  to this lesson, the children had been learning songs about the bus (over the mountain, keep safe, stay alive, the wheels on the bus).

Then they learn six ways to travel: find them on the pc, copy, paste and print the sheet; colour them (there is an intruder).



	Resources:

Smart board
Chalk, colours, paper, songs.




	Differentiation: 
A small group records the selected song; a small group (with the teacher) makes a video.


	Introduction:
NEXT TO the school there is a bus terminal: we're going to explore the “bus world”.

	Main Lesson

There is a magic machine: put the ticket in and print!

We look for a sit : ready to go!

There is also a place for people with disabilities; we respect that and not sit. There are 23 seats; 85 places standing up; the bus is not equipped for the wheelchair, but it can take 2 disabled.

Aside the street, there is a bus stop sign, round and yellow and passengers waiting under the shell reading the bus timetable on the screen.
Ready, steady, go: the bus leaves!

On the outside there are written some words: they are advertisement,  in a short time any of us can read them.

	Plenary
In the meantime a small group draw a simple panel to put on the wall with six way to travel. Another group run orienteering:
Just outside our school giving a look around:

at your right there is a roundabout

at your left  there is a bus stop and a library

in front of there is a park
